Any student interested in participating in division I or II athletics must become familiar with the
NCAA eligibility requirements and center. Student athletes need to discuss their college plans
with the counselor as early as their freshman year to ensure NCAA compliance. Student athletes
should register with the eligibility center during their Junior year.
